(landscapes). In this course, ecological factors and their influence on the geosystem, ecological problems of individual regions of
Kazakhstan, tasks of nature protection at the present stage, resistance of the geosystem to anthropogenic influence are considered.
Geographical differences between ecosystems and geosystems, ecological properties of landscapes, geoecological zoning of
Kazakhstan, geoecological forecast, ecological level of geosystems are studied.
Expected learning outcomes of studying the discipline (LOS):
1. to know the structure of ecological factors of the environment, ecological problems of technogenesis, geoecological principles of
economic development of geosystems;
